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Nsobe – Lifeline Youth Camp 

The week before we left for expedition 2 to Malawi we ran a youth camp with Lifeline at a local nature reserve, 

the youth on the camp were part of the Lifeline’s OVC (Orphans and Vulnerable Children) program. We had 

three days of fun and learning and it was the first time many of the 17-19 year olds had ever been on holiday. 

We ran many activities from football and volleyball tournaments to kayaking, fishing and team building games. 

Each day we led teaching sessions some 

on Jesus and the Bible and others on 

relationships and health. We also had 

daily devotions and had chances to talk 

about living as Christians and through 

this saw 6 guys and 10 girls make 

commitments as Christians which was 

amazing. The three days was a great 

time with the youth and was amazing to 

see the great work that Lifeline do with 

the teenagers they support. 

 

Expedition 2 – Malawi 

For the whole of May we have been on the road, most of our time has been working with Pastor Rogers in 

Southern Malawi but we have also has a chance to meet some other incredible people on our many kilometres 

travel from Zambia. On our way back from Malawi we had a few days rest at South Luangwa National Park and 

had a chance to go on safari. Through our travels God has been faithfully with us, providing, protecting and 

teaching us.  

Pastor Rogers 

AQ has worked with Pastor Rogers for many years 

and working with him is an amazing experience. 

Pastor Rogers Alfazema is the head of the ‘Church 

of Disciples’ and so oversees 350 churches across 

Malawi and Mozambique. As well as this he has 8 

children and supports several more. He lives and 

works in the Town of Nsanje in the Sothern tip of 

Malawi which is one of the hottest parts of 

Southern Africa reaching up to 48°c in the summer, 

this area has also suffered drought for several 

years running and so making life hard for many 

people he works with. Though he is the head of the 
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denomination Pastor Roger and his family live as very simple lifestyle so they can give as much as possible to 

those in need. We were very warmly welcomed by his family into their home and were incredibly generous. 

Rogers and his family have been an example to us of a family who sacrifice everything to glorify God and who 

do so with true humility and so making it a joy to minister with him. 

Church Ministry/Evangelism 

Our main ministry with Pastor Rogers has been visiting and 

encouraging some of his many churches, he doesn’t have a 

car so we visited many other churches with otherwise he 

would struggle to visit every year. Many of the churches he 

oversees are in the most remote parts of Malawi and so 

access is difficult and only by 4x4 or foot. It has been a 

blessing to us to share with the Churches we visited 

encouraging them to stand firm in their faith and seeing 

how they have formed and the impact they make in the local 

community. Again we were blown away with their 

generosity, almost every Church proved food after services. 

It was also inspirational to see their passion in worship and 

praising God. 

Hospital Ministry 

The other main area we worked with Pastor 

Rogers was working at Nsanje District 

Hospital. The hospital is the only hospital for 

many kilometres and so provided care for a 

huge amount of people. Like many hospitals 

in Africa it is understaffed and had very little 

in the way of resources. Our ministry within 

the Hospital was to go encourage and pray 

with any who wanted in the hospital. It was 

amazing to see the response of many of the 

patents who listened to what we shared and 

many who wanted prayer. This ministry at times can feel fruitless but we saw many people encouraged to 

follow Christ with passion even in a time of suffering, which was also a great encouragement to us.

Expedition would not be complete without a break down of some 

sort, so sure enough as we left Nsanje on our way back to Zambia the 

inevitable happened. About an hour and a half into our 5 hour 

journey we suddenly noticed smoke coming from the back of the 

trailer. Once stopped we inspected the trailer, the suspension had 

completely snapped leaving the wheel resting on the mudguard 

which was the cause of the smoke. We were lucky that it hadn’t 

caused a worse accident, but still we couldn’t go on. Tim made a 

phone call to our friends in Blantyre, our planned destination while 

Dave and I went about bodging a temporary solution so we could at 

least move some distance. Eventually Tim found out that we had 

broken only 5km from a Mission Station, so at 20kmph we made our 

way with the trailer limping behind us to the mission station. We 
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arrived at Iris Mission Station and took the trailer to their mechanic who within minutes went about fixing the 

trailer. Praise God! While he went about fixing the car we were met by one of the American missionaries who 

made us coffee and lunch. We couldn’t have broken down at a better point. That evening we met with the 

founders of Iris in Malawi who shared their testimony of how the mission came about, it was an encouragement 

to us. By the next morning the hard working mechanic had completely fixed the trailer. What a blessing!

 On our way back we also stopped in Lilongwe (Capital of Malawi) at the House of a couple who we know 

through Kaniki Bible College. Samuel has an amazing testimony of how as a child he was abandoned by his 

parents and was taken in by a man in his 

village that looked after him and sent 

him to school. Samuel went on to train 

as a pastor and ended up working in the 

US for a while but felt called back to 

Malawi to give the chance to Kids who 

were in a similar situation to him as a 

child. Hannah and Samuel now have 28 

Children, 25 adopted and 3 of their own. 

It is amazing to see the impact that 

Hannah and Samuel have made to so 

many children lives and to see the sense 

of belonging that all their Children have 

to the family. It is an incredible ministry 

and huge sacrifice that they have both 

made to see these Children have a real 

chance in life.
